Welcome to the second lesson in our summer review of grammar!  

 

About this review lesson:  You may progress at your own pace, completing each of the tests 

once you have had sufficient practice and review.  If you score lower than 85% on a quiz, you 

should review and retake the quiz.  Your first grades for the quarter will be based on your 

completion of the quizzes, so be sure to complete all of them.   All of them are in QUIA, and you 

can access them from the link in this document or from our AP SUMMER PRACTICE page 

linked to my home page.  Be sure to record your first name and last initial when taking these 

quizzes so that I will be able to review them.   

 

Obviously, you should be able to conjugate the “big four” French I verbs:  avoir, aller, être, and 

faire.  But if you need a bit of review and practice, go to the FRENCH I PAGE and you will find 

review activities and conjugation tables there for you.   

 

Just as our regular verbs fall into certain patterns (-er, -ir, -re) so do the irregular verbs.  If you 

review them together, that will make it easier to see the patterns that they follow.  Let’s go 

through each of these groups: 

 

A.  Irregular verbs that end in –ir:  partir, dormir, servir, venir, tenir.  Note:  no “iss…” 

These conjugations are actually simpler that the regular IR verbs! 

 

partir 

je pars nous partons 

tu pars vous partez 

il part ils partent 

others like this:  sortir, mentir (to tell a lie) 

 

dormir 

je dors nous dormons 

tu dors vous dormez 

il dort ils dormant 

 

servir 

je sers nous servons 

tu sers vous servez 

elle sert ils servent

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venir 

je viens nous venons 

tu viens vous venez 

elle vient ils viennent    

others like this:  revenir, devenir, tenir, retenir.  note:  venir de + infinitif = to have just done something 

 

B. Irregular verbs that end in –re:  mettre, dire, lire, écrire, prendre.    

 

 mettre (note  double « tt » with the plural forms.) 

je mets nous mettons 

tu mets vous mettez 

elle met ils mettent 

Others like this:  permettre, promettre, battre 

 

dire 

Je dis nous disons 

Tu dis vous dites 

On dit ils disent 

 

lire (to read) 

je lis nous lisons 

tu lis vous lisez 

on lit ils lisent 

 

écrire (to write) 

j’écris nous écrivons 

tu écris vous écrivez 

on écrit ils écrivent 

others like this:  décrire (to describe); s’inscrire à (to sign up for) 

 

prendre 

je prends nous prenons 

tu prends vous prenez 

elle prend ils prennent 

Others like this:  comprendre; apprendre (to learn); surprendre (to surprise) 
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C. Irregular verbs that end in –oir or -oire:  pouvoir, vouloir, devoir, croire, voir, valoir, 

falloir, pleuvoir.  Note – some of these are « boot verbs. » 

pouvoir  

je peux nous pouvons 

tu peux vous pouvez 

elle peut ils peuvent 

 

vouloir 

je veux nous voulons 

tu veux vous voulez 

elle veut ils veulent 

 

devoir 

je dois nous devons 

tu dois vous devez 

elle doit ils doivent 

 

voir 

je vois nous voyons 

tu vois vous voyez 

elle voit ils voient 

 

croire (to believe) 

je crois Nous croyons 

tu crois Vous croyez 

elle croit ils croivent 

 

valoir (to be worth) 

je vaux Nous valons 

tu vaux vous valez 

il vaut * (This is the most common form – il vaut 
mieux, il vaut la peine) 

ils valent 

 

Falloir & pleuvoir – exist only in the 3
rd

 person singular: 

 

Il faut 

Il pleut
